Demonstrate your ability to land the ‘BIG ONE’ at NSHSA’s First Annual Fishing 
& Fish Fry – Grill Tournament hosted by Silent Running and Narsilion on Saturday, 
September 25th on the shores along Worton Creek.   
 
Location: Worton Creek, you will have the option of taking a slip, mooring ball or anchoring. 

 
Fishing Tournament Rules: 

1) Non NSHSA Member crew must stay aboard for the weekend eligible (have a 
valid Fishing License) 

2) NSHSA Members   not having a Fishing License may legally fish from a 
Member boat having a valid ‘Sport Fishing’ License.    

3) Fish (any kind that is eatable and of legal taking size) must be caught 
during the hours of the tournament. 

4) Only artificial, live bait and ‘noodling’ allowed…no netting, explosives, 
firearms, etc. 

5) Fishing can be from dinghy or sailboat 
6) Fishing area bounded by Worton Creek to Handy’s Point to Worton Point. 
7) Two Tournament Classes: Adult and Child (16 years and under)  
8) Largest (Length) Fish Wins as Judged by Fishing Tournament

Fish Fry-Grill Rules: 
1) All legally caught fish are to be fried or Grilled on the Worton Beach Area, 

grills will be supplied by NSHSA 
2) You do not have to catch the fish you are frying 
3) Fish Cleaning / Preparation Technique is part of Fish Fry-Grill Contest  
4) Best Tasting Fish Wins as Judged by Fish Fry-Grill Committee – Chief
